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Battery operation

1. Remove the Battery cover on the rear of the unit by pushing the
battery door in and downwards.

2. Insertsix LR20 (D size) batteries into the spaces in the compartment.
Take care to ensure all batteries are inserted with the correct polarity
as shown inside the battery compartment. Replace the battery cover.

3. Reduced power, distortion and a ‘stuttering’ sound are all signs that
the batteries may need replacing.

4. If the radio is not to be used for any extended period of time it is
recommended that the batteries are removed from the radio.

We would recommend for economy that the RD-27 is used on the
mains whenever possible with battery operation for occasional or
stand-by use only.

Mains operation

1. Place your radio on a flat surface.

2. Plugthe mains lead into the Socket located on the rear of your radio
ensuring that the plug is pushed fully into the socket.

3. Plug the other end of the mains lead into a wall socket and switch on
the wall socket.

Note: Your radio remains connected to the mains even when it is
switched off. Your radio is only isolated from the mains if the mains
plug is removed from the wall socket.

Carefully extend the telescopic aerial.

Press the On/Off button to switch on your radio. The display will
show "Roberts DAB digital radio" for a few seconds.

Ifthisis thefirsttime the radio is used a quick scan of UK Band Il DAB
channels will be carried out. The display will show "Autotune Quick
scan". If the radio has been used before the last used station will be
selected.

During Autotune as each group of stations is detected the bottom line
of the display will show its name and the station count will be updated.
The top line of the display shows a bargraph indicating progress of
the Autotune.

When the Autotune is completed the first station (in numeric-alpha
order 0...9...A....Z) will be selected.

If the station listis still empty after the Autotune your radio will display
"No Signal".

If no signals are found it may be necessary to relocate your radio
to a position giving better reception.

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Secondary services - DAB

1. Certain radio stations have one or more secondary services associ-
ated with them. If a station has a secondary service associated with
it the display will show ">" next to the station name on the station list.
The secondary service will then appear immediately after the primary
service as you turn the tuning control.
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Display modes - DAB
Your radio has six display modes:-

1. Press the Info button to cycle through the various modes.

a. Scrolling text Displays scrolling text messages such
as artist/track name, phone in number,

@ etc.

b. Programme Type Displays type of station being listened to
e.g. Pop, Classic, News, etc.

c. Multiplex Name Displays name of multiplex to which
current station belongs.

d. Signal strength Displays signal strength for station being
listened to.

e. Time and date Displays current time and date.

f. Maximum delay Displays maximum PAUS€p/us) delay

for current station (see page 9).

2. To carry out a full scan of the entire DAB Band Il frequencies press
and hold down the Auto Tune button for more than 2 seconds and Auto Tun %
then release. The display will show Autotune Full scan. As new
stations are found the station counter on the right-hand side of the
display will increase and stations will be added to the list.

Position your radio and carefully angle the telescopic aerial for best
reception using the signal strength display as a guide. Move your
radio around and position to give maximum number of black rectan-
gles on signal strength display. The clear unfilled rectangle indicates
minimum signal level required for satisfactory reception.

A 3.5mm Line out socket located on the rear of your radio is provided
for connecting the audio signal to an external amplifier. Inserting a line out
audio cable will not mute the internal loudspeaker. Set the volume control
to minimum if desired.

Display backlight

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General

Do not allow this radio to be exposed to water, steam or sand. Do not
leave your radio where excessive heat could cause damage such as in
a parked car where the heat from the sun can build up even though the
outside temperature may not seem too high. It is recommended that the
DAB band be used wherever possible as better results in terms of quality
and freedom from interference will usually be obtained than on the FM
band.
